For example: Ring around the Rosy.   Besides singing and turning 
in a hand holding circle, children are actually working on their 
speech, listening and memory skills as they learn the words of the 
songs.  They are also learning friendship skills. While playing 
games together the children are learning social skills as they en-
gage in an activity that requires getting along with a group, and 
waiting patiently for each child to get ready.
